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Chairmanôs Foreword January 2009 

Well we have a new Editor in charge of this publication (thank you 

Liz) so I am completely thrown to be writing this in November.  

Usually at this point I wax lyrical about Advent and Christmas 

lights, but surrounded by a stunning show of Autumn leaves and 

having just missed out first snows of the season by being in 

sunnier climes for half - term, I will try and pen some end of year 

thoughts.  

Sandford Farm Development.  Various proposals are with the 

Planning department and the Planning Inspectorate but we have no 

updates at present.  I suspect with these interesting and 

challenging financial times, the urge to build whether housing or 

offices may have left these developers at least for a while.  

Meanwhile on the subject of Finances, while WBC are one of the 

local councils affected by having money invested in Icelandic 

Banks, the good news is that while we did discuss this option some 

time ago, the Parish Council funds are safely invested nearer 

home.  

Some of that money is earmarked as our contribution towards the 

planned multi -use games area near the tennis courts at East Park 

Farm.  While we were promised progress by WBC and that the area 

would be available for use by the end of the summer, it is not hard 

to observe this promise remains unfulfilled, and no doubt Iceland 

will be added to their long list of excuses as to why they have 

reneged on the agreement to build this much needed area for the 

local young people.  

We are however planning further upgrades to St Patrickôs play area 

including a new swing and roundabout suitable for use by disabled 

youngsters. However, having successfully secured funding to 

upgrade the disabled toilet facilities at the Village Hall as part of an 

overall toilet refurbishment, we are now applying for grants 

towards work on the play area in order to preserve our village 

funds as much as possible.

On another completely different financial matter, I have recently 

started to represent the Parish Council on some local charities.  

One, based in Woodley, is known as the Poorôs Land Charity.  They 

manage local almshouses (very modern ones) in Woodley which 

Charvil residents may be eligible to live in if in need.

Edited Extracts from the Minutes of Parish Council Meetings  

Meeting held on 22nd July 2008  

Aggregate Extraction -   Report for consultation ï Councillor 

Jeffery explained that the report required comment on which of 

several options for deciding on gravel extraction should be used.  

Council agreed that the option requiring environmental issues to be 

used should be supported and Councillor Jeffery was asked to 

respond to that effect on behalf of the Council.  

Hedge Cutting   -  Wokingham Borough Council have been asked 

to get the hedge at the corner of Old Bath Road & Park Lane cut 

back. A response indicated that the hedge is not overhanging the 

footpath and that it is therefore not possible to enforce it being cut 
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back further.  

Travellers at East Park Farm  -  Council considered the recent 

and ongoing incursion into the sports facility.  Again entry had 

been obtained by breaking the overhead bar and sawing through 

three wooden bollards. The Clerk was asked to contact Wokingham 

Borough Council and to repeat last yearôs request for all the 

wooden bollards to be replaced with concrete.  

Quiet Lanes  -   Council reviewed a response from Theresa May MP.  

Councillors expressed disappointment at the lack of support. 

Following discussion the Clerk was asked to hasten the promised 

further response from Keith Baker.  

Landfill in The Hawthorns  -  In response to a question raised at 

the Annual Parish Meeting the Clerk was asked to establish from 

the Environment Agency precisely where the landfill is located and 

how to get the designation removed if there is no evidence to 

support it.  

Village Fete  ï Because of rain, a reduced profit of £51 was made 

on the BBQ.  

Councillors expressed outrage at Wokingham Borough Council 

charging the Charvil Village Fete Committee for use of the 

Hawthorns Park, which was given to Residents of Charvil as a 

planning gain for the Hawthorns Estate.  It was pointed out that 

the Annual Village Fete is a free non -profit making street party for 

the residents of Charvil.  The Parish Council provides the Village 

Hall, grounds and car park free, as was the Hawthorns Park by the 

Borough Council until this year. The Clerk was asked to seek an 

explanation from Wokingham Borough Council why this charge is 

now deemed necessary.  

 

Meeting held on 26 th  August  2008  

Multi - Sport Area  ï  A response from  Paul Turrell is still awaited.  

Council asked that a further reminder be sent and agreed that 

Borough Councillor Hobbs be asked to apply pressure to elicit a 

reply.  

Travellers at East Park Farm -  The Clerk was asked to contact 

Wokingham Borough Council again to follow up our request for all 

the wooden bollards to be replaced with concrete bollards.  
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Landfill in The Hawthorns  -  Following a consideration of a 

response from the Environment Agency, the Clerk was asked to 

request Borough Councillor Hobbs to help in establishing what 

might have happened to the missing papers and precisely when the 

designation óbehind the Village Hallô was made. 

Quiet Lanes  -   Council reviewed a draft response to a letter from 

the Wokingham Borough Council Solicitor. Councillors approved the 

letter and again expressed disappointment at the lack of support.  

 

Meeting held on Tuesday 23 rd  September 2008  

Toilet Refurbishment  ï It was noted that the work had been 

satisfactorily completed.  

The Clerk was asked to record the Parish Councilôs appreciation to 

Tracy Ray the Assistant Clerk for having project managed the 

refurbishment of the Toilet facilities and for carrying out the 

cleaning of the Village Hall after the walk out by the cleaner.  

Weed growth through tarmac footpaths   -   Weeds including 

Buddleia are growing through the footpath surface.  Clerk to 

contact Wokingham Borough Council asking for weed killer to be 

used.  The hoeing carried out last time had minimal effect.  

Country Park Management and Fishing Rights  ï The hand -

over is still awaiting land registration confirmation.  Clerk to 

contact Wokingham Borough Council.  

Old Bath Road Bus Stop  -   Councillor Drew reported that he had 

noted that the Bus stop on Old Bath Road had been moved away 

from the specially prepared kerb area. He had contacted 

Wokingham Borough Council who had reinstated the bus stop.  

Village Footpath Walk  -  It was agreed that the Village footpath 

walk on Saturday 27 th  September would be cancelled.  It was 

however confirmed in order to establish continuity of use, that one 

or more Councillors had walked each of the Charvil footpaths in the 

last 12 months.  

Mains Drainage  ï Council considered a request from residents of 

Waingels Road, Beggars Hill Road and Lands End Lane to be 

provided with mains drainage by Thames Water to replace the 

septic tank drainage which they currently have.  Following 

discussion Council unanimously agreed to support the resident 

application on the understanding that this support should not result 
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in any financial cost to the Parish Council.  It was also considered 

appropriate for the Council to inform residents of Milestone Avenue 

and Thames Drive of the scheme. The Clerk was asked to obtain 

the application forms and to liaise with the residents through 

Councillor Gillett.  

Hedge on the land on the West Side of Park Lane  -  Council 

noted that the hedge had been cut back.  However the under 

growth from the hedge was still encroaching into the footpath and 

also needed to be cut back.  It was also noted that the hedge top 

had not been cut back for several years and that this was resulting 

in the hedge base thinning. The Clerk was asked to report this to 

Wokingham Borough Council.  

 

Meeting held on Tuesday 28 th  October 2008  

Multi - Sport Area  ï  A response from  Paul Turrell is still awaited.  

Councillor Ray reviewed the history of this project and emphasised 

that the Chief Executive had committed the Borough Council to 

jointly funding this project with the Parish Council and had then 

reneged on the agreement.  Borough Councillor Hobbs gave her 

understanding of the situation.   Following discussion Councillor 

Hobbs undertook to revisit the issue with the Borough Council at 

the highest level with documents to be provided by the Parish 

Council.  

Village Hall Toilet Water Heater   -   Council approved the 

replacement of the toiletôs water  heater at a cost of Ã773. 

Replacement bench at St. Patrickôs ï Council approved the 

replacement of the vandalised seat with a seat and a bench at a 

cost of Ã760 +vat to be part funded from the residue of the óCare 

for Charvilô fund . 

Country Park Management and Fishing Rights  ï The hand -

over has been confirmed. Wokingham Borough Council in process 

of arranging a meeting of the Charvil Country Park Management 

Policy Committee.  

Landfill in The Hawthorns  -  A reply from Wokingham Borough 

Council is awaited.  Councillor Hobbs presented a map which she 

had obtained from Wokingham Borough Council which suggested 

that the Eastern half of The Hawthorns Park is landfill.  According 

to residents this is not correct.  All this land was part of the 

Hawthorns Development, and Hicks, the developers, have also 
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confirmed that there was no landfill carried out by them.  

Quiet Lanes  Council reviewed draft responses from the 

Wokingham Borough Council Solicitor and from the Department of 

Transport.  Councillors again expressed disappointment at the lack 

of support from Wokingham Borough Council. Following discussion 

it was agreed that the only way forward was for residents to 

petition Wokingham Borough Council.  

Village Fete ï Wokingham Borough Council Charge  ï No 

response has been received to the letter sent to Paul Turrell at 

Wokingham Borough Council.  Borough Councillor Hobbs explained 

that there were difficulties at the Borough Council because of all 

the changes which had recently been made.  Councillor Hobbs was 

asked to see if she could expedite a response.  Failure to respond 

to letters was not good customer practice.  

Mains Drainage  ï Councillor Gillett explained that progress was 

being made.  Difficulty was being encountered in obtaining one of 

the forms. The Clerk was asked to inform Nigel Mobey, the 

residents representative, in case some of the properties on 

Milestone Avenue are not on mains drainage.

The Council made comment on the following applications:  

1282 Outline for 492 dwellings plus village centre buildings at 

Sandford Farm, Hurst. -  Following discussion the Clerk was 

asked to comment as follows: This is a summary of the full 

report which can seen on the Parish Council web site 

ócharvil.com ó under minutes of meeting held on 22nd July 

2008  

SUMMARY   It is the view of this Council that this proposed 

development is dangerous and damaging in respect of 

flooding, disturbing dangerous waste, and extending the 

urban area of Woodley (destroying even more of the green 

gap around parish settlements). It is clearly contrary to 

many policy requirements in respect of building in the 

green gap between settlements and not  building in areas 

susceptible to flooding. Because it conflicts with so many 

of the Borough Councilôs Planning Policy requirements 

there would seem to be no alternative but for you to 
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refuse this application. This Council believes that despite 

previous approvals (made at a time when there was less 

concern with contamination and flooding) this site should 

be removed from the óLand for house buildingô list and 

retained as public open space.  

 

RM/1385 Reserved Matters for erection of 4 dwellings re: Access, 

appearance, landscaping for O/0474 at 2 & 4 Old Bath Road.  

Following discussion the Clerk was asked to comment as follows:  

Council is concerned that extra care be taken with a number 

of aspects of this development.  

It is firstly understood that work on site has begun despite a 

requirement in the appeal decision that no work should be 

commenced until these reserved matters have been 

approved.   

You will be aware of the problem currently being resolved at 

25 Park View Drive South.  In order to avoid a repeat, the 

layout, positioning and dimensions of the proposed houses 

must be fully in accordance with the requirements that were 

approved on appeal.  It is understood that some of the 

dimensions on this application are different from those that 

were approved on appeal. If so these must be corrected 

before approval is given.  

A number of mature trees may have been felled on the site 

despite a request from this Council to Wokingham Borough 

Council some time ago that all the trees on the site be 

protected.  A check should be carried out to see if any of the 

felled trees were protected.  Council would like to see any 

felled trees replaced by specimens of similar stature.  

There is also concern that the entrance road width should be 

as approved on appeal.  Council expressed concern about the 

access and the necessity for vehicles to be able to pass, so as 

not to block the entrance and so cause cars to back up onto 

the highway.  

We also note that no assessment of the presence of landfill 

gas, and no assessment of possible archeological interest 

have been carried out.  

1690 Outline for industrial/commercial buildings and retirement 
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dwellings on land at Sandford Farm,  Mohawk Way,  Woodley.     

The following is a summary of the full report which can seen 

on the Parish Council web site ócharvil.com ó under minutes of 

meeting held on 26 th  August 2008  

It is this Councilôs unanimous view that this proposal 

is damaging and dangerous and above all it is 

neither essential nor appropriate to the location.  In 

these respects it does not comply with many policy 

requirements and this Council would recommend 

that it be refused.  

1585 Reserved matters. Repeat application Training, Hotel & 

Leisure centres on Land at Sandford Farm. Following 

discussion the Clerk was asked to write as follows: -  

This is an old application O/1999/69524 for which a further 

extension to an approval given many years ago is being 

sought. It is this Councils view that this consent should not 

be given without full consideration of the new circumstances 

which now prevail: -  

  1.  This proposed development is in an area prone to 

flooding.  According to the Environment Agency reports 

provided with application O/2008/1282 the land on the 

southeast of this site has flooded many times in the last 

10 years.  The report suggests an increasing risk of 

flooding where in the most recent years part of the 

proposed site was flooded and in 2005 half the site was 

flooded. It is therefore the view of this Council that this 

part of the site must be considered to fulfil the criteria 

for inclusion in the ófunctional flood plainô and that the 

remainder of the site must be in the óhigh probability to 

floodô risk category. According to PPG25 (now  PPS25), 

areas where the flood risk is greater than one in a 

hundred years should not be used for development 

unless there is an overwhelming reason why 

development should take place.   There is no such 

reason for developing this site. Indeed there is every 

reason why this contaminated site should not be 

disturbed.  

Council is also concerned that laying extensive areas of 

concrete can only add to the risk of flooding in adjacent 

areas.   This too is precluded by recent legislation.  
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Charvil being on the edge of the flood plain has experience of 

poor decision making on flooding issues.  There are three 

areas of the village where PPG 25 was highlighted at the 

planning stage by this Council, but was regrettably ignored, 

and development allowed. All three areas now flood 

regularly.  In the past there had been this tendency not to 

implement PPG 25, and other legislation.   With recent 

experience of Flooding and Contamination the public expects 

this issue to be taken seriously and for developments of this 

kind not to be allowed.  

There are no clear benefits to this proposed development.  It 

is doubtful and not proven that this kind of commercial 

premises are needed nor are appropriate at this location at 

the heart of the Country Park. Council would draw attention 

to the reasons given by the inspector for refusing another 

application in this green gap between settlements in report  

APP/X0360/A/06/2016692. ñThe proposal would be a visual 

intrusion into the countryside é..the proposal conflicts with 

local and national policies to protect the countryside .ò 

The Country Park has developed since this application was 

first granted.  Charvil Meadows and Charvil Country Park 

have now been added and this site is now at the centre of an 

area of significant ecological importance.  

This site is contaminated. The potential for harm from 

disturbing this waste is a serious local issue. This Council 

believes that public concern about pollution has been 

heightened and decisions made in 1999 do not reflect 

current concerns.  It is no longer acceptable to assume that 

a health risk in places of work is acceptable.  

The need to preserve the green separation strip between 

settlements has been accepted as important in a number of 

recent appeal decisions.  In dismissing an appeal for the land 

west of Park Lane to be included on the land for housing list 

the Inspector quoted the retention of the green separation 

strip between settlements as his main reason.  

The proposed large buildings will be visible from many of the 

beauty spots within the Parks, and indeed from parts of the 

Parishes of Charvil and Hurst and from the residential area of 

Woodley.   Policy DP6 of the Structure Plan states ñé.. that 

land outside settlements should only be used for purposes 
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which contribute to the economy through activities which can 

only be undertaken in rural areasò.   There is no evidence 

that there is an essential need for this development to be on 

this site in a rural area on land which is an important green 

separation strip  

It is this Councilôs unanimous view that this proposal is 

potentially damaging and dangerous and above all it is 

neither essential nor appropriate to the location.  In 

these respects it does not comply with many policy 

requirements. There are many examples where 

Inspectors have dismissed applications for development 

in this area and it is important that planning decisions 

are consistent if the planning process is not to be 

brought into disrepute.  This Council therefore 

recommends that this application be refused.

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Report from your new Borough Councillor, Emma Hobbs  

Dear Residents,  

Summer what summer, from wet wet to credit crunch and 

everyone having to rethink their personal situations. We all are 

aware that everyone is going to feel the problems currently going 

on for some time yet. WBC too has been affected by the Icelandic 

bank crash. However, WBC are still committed to offer services to 

the Borough and like all concerned, we just need to be a little 

patient and see these bad times out.  

Kebab van:  I am aware that some residents were disappointed 

they didnôt get a say in the Kebab vanôs renewal of licence. I too 

was not informed until after the event. This was no fault of the 

officer involved, purely down to lack of communication.  

The licence for the Kebab van has been renewed until September 

2009. There are concerns about mess, but I can assure you that 

the van has been cleared under the requirements of WBC licences.  

I did speak with officers and the police; and came to the conclusion 

its better the devil you know.  It has been proved in other areas, 

that licences are required for food vans, if not then we will end up 

with all sorts of food vans appearing that cannot be policed.  

The problem with rubbish is not down to the Kebab van, but down 

to the public who purchase and drop their rubbish.  I live on the 

other side of the road and we too get the polystyrene boxes in our 

garden and kerb.  

On a number of occasions, my husband and I have walked back 

from a function and I have made a point to check the van and have 

never found evidence of rubbish or discarded food.  The owner 

does keep his area and within the vicinity clear of rubbish.  

I am aware that recently we have seen an increase in lorries 

parking up in the lay -by and making change -overs.  When seen, I 

have been in contact with the companies concerned, who have 

been most apologetic and said they will deal with the culprit; the 

police too are aware of the situation and have patrolled the area.  

But itôs a matter of catching them on the spot at all times. 

Car Parking:  I am aware that car parking is becoming an issue 

within Charvil, with growing families and the number family cars 

increasing.  I do ask that residents please take into consideration 

when parking outside their homes not to obstruct your neighbourôs 
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access. Nobody wants double yellow lines throughout the village as 

this wonôt achieve anything and will just cause more problems. 

Hedges: Thank you for keeping your hedges cleared from footpaths 

during the wet summer.  

East Park Farm Pavilion:  I have asked the WBC to look at the 

access to the pavilion it is quite dangerous when you exit.  I hope 

next year the access may be improved.  

43 Old Bath Road: Planning permission has been granted for two 

houses and a chalet to be built.  I will keep an eye that when 

building starts it is done within the regulations of working times.  

Chiltern Drive Land:  I have lived in Charvil for 22 years and finally 

we may be getting somewhere. The owner, the planning officer and 

I had a meeting in November 08 to discuss what we can do with 

the land. A few issues came up from the planning officer regarding 

the planning application. The planning officer and I are going to 

look at other areas so I can show her some examples which have 

already been built in the village. Maybe 2009 will be the year we 

finally sort the problem out!  

WBC Officer: A new officer has been assigned to assist residents 

and the local councillor.  Our new officer/area manager is Nick 

Christo and I plan to meet him and walk the village pointing out 

issues that need looking at and resolving.  This is a new way of 

working and means that we can now go direct to one person who 

will either deal with the issue or direct the enquiry to the 

appropriate person.  

Surgeries: I have started doing surgery meetings. The following 

dates are booked at Charvil Village Hall:

When should I leave my rubbish out for collection?  

Leave your rubbish out on your normal rubbish collection days . 

Collection dates for rubbish and recycling don't change for assisted 

collections.  

How do I request more orange sacks?  

When you are running low on orange sacks, you should place a 

note out with your recycling, to request more sacks. The crew will 

then leave another bundle.

Milestone Avenue is an historic and picturesque part of our village 

and provides Charvil residents with a lovely place to walk.  

Sadly over the past few years the lane has been badly changed.  

Most people who use the lane are considerate and sensible but it 

only takes a few selfish people to ruin things for others.  

There is a requested 10 mph speed limit which is often totally 

ignored, there are however some very good reasons for this 

request.  As many villagers walk the lane speeds higher than this 

can dangerous and disconcerting especially for families with young 

children or pets.
