Chairmandéds Foreword Spring 2009
Welcome to our first Charvil newsletter of 2009.

I hope you all had a happy and healthy Christmas and that you are
coping with challenges of our current economic climate.

Having had a —properll winter this
the end of October, we really seem to have had some decent cold
weather and of course the major snows in February. However
Spring now seems to be around the corner with cherry blossom on
the trees and crocus carpets around. And the daffodils along the A4
central reservation seem better this year than ever (apart from
those BT decided they simply had to dig up while in full flower?!).

Last time | wrote about the Sandford Farm Developments. Since
then we have had the hearings for both applications- one for a
cleanup and clearance of the landfill and then about 450 houses.
This was rejected by the Borough Council and we are waiting to
see if the developers appeal. The second application contained the
detailed plans for an approved outline application for the same site
involving a training centre and other facilities. This was eventually
deferred due to the poor quality of the plans submitted.

While we were pleased at these outcomes, it must be accepted that
this site is designated for some form of housing development.
Charvil Parish Council feels concerned that as the site is on the
boundary of our Parish we should continue to keep a high level of
awareness and involvement as the planning process continues.
Our particular concern is that of the flooding impact this
development may have on areas downstream of the site such as
Charvil and Hurst.

I mentioned the snow earlier. We were all impacted at some level
or another, especially those of us with children at local schools. |
know some were frustrated by limited road clearances and school
closures but personally am of the opinion that having the
necessary infrastructure to cope with these unusually extreme
events is simply financially impractical. Shortly after the snow
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here, we went to Switzerland. Europe has also had one of its most
severe winters for 20 years (making for excellent skiing
conditions!) However there one could see what is required to keep
systems running under those conditions and | think it unlikely we
need to invest in the snowblowers and road clearance teams they
have set up there. It was incredible to watch as, after 24 hours and
over a metre of snowfall, they filled enormous trucks full of snow
and took it away from the resort roads. Eventually | discovered
they took the trucks to a bridge over a ravine where they could
simply tip the snow over into the river far below- incredible!

Other local news includes the arrival of our new local Vicar. Charvil
is part of the ecclesiastical Parish of Sonning and as such we were
sad to say good-bye to Chris Clarke when he retired last May.
However after an extremely brief interregnum, Reverend Jamie
Taylor was installed as our new Vicar last autumn. As Chairman of
the Parish Council | was honoured to be able to welcome Jamie and
his family on behalf of the village of Charvil during his Induction
Service. | can report the Taylors are now well settled into the
Vicarage in Sonning and enjoying living and working in Berkshire.
Jamie has a particular interest in youth work and if you have any
ideas as to how the church could be involved in local youth projects
and activities he would be delighted to hear from you.

Edited Extracts from the Minutes of Parish Council Meetings

Meeting held on 25" November 2008

Charities Trustee —Councillor Wilkinson was unanimously
appointed as the trustee to Sonning Educational and Welfare
Trust s, and the Poor‘s Land Charity.

Repl acement bench at —-The repldtamentiseak @nd
bench has been ordered.

Country Park Management and Fishing Rights — The hand-
over of the land has been confirmed. Wokingham Borough Council
in process of arranging a meeting.

Landfill in The Hawthorns - A reply has been received from
Wokingham Borough Council which indicates that the land owner is
responsible for verifying the presence of landfill. The Clerk was
therefore asked to respond pointing out that Wokingham Borough
Council as the land owners should carry out whatever work is
necessary to resolve the doubts about the presence of any landfill.



Residents who have lived next to the area in question continuously
from as far back as 1955 are certain that no landfill took place.

Mains Drainage —It has been established that the houses at the
Southern end of Milestone Avenue are on mains drainage. The
other residents have been made aware of the possible opportunity.

Meeting held on 16" December 2008

Discussion with Nick Christo of WBC The Chairman of Council
Alice Wilkinson welcomed Nick Christo and explained that a list of
items for discussion had been provided by the council in order that
he could be forewarned of the issues causing concern to the Parish
Council.

Nick Christo introduced himself to Council by explaining his position
within the Borough Council and his areas of responsibility. His role
as one of four area managers was to ensure that good service was
delivered to the Northern Parishes of Wokingham Borough. He
apologised for past failures in communication from Wokingham
District Council and expressed an intention to make certain that
these failures were not repeated.

POINTS RAISED BY THE PARISH COUNCIL :-
1. MUGA Project at East Park Farm Sports Facility

Councillor Ray explained the history

How the then Chief Executive of Wokingham Borough Council Doug
Patterson had formally agreed at a meeting with this Council and
confirmed at a later meeting with the Parish Council Chair that the
financial aspects were resolved and that the 50/50 funding was in
place. Planning permission was then obtained and contract action
started. After some months the Chief Executive left Wokingham
Borough Council and we were then told by a junior member of staff
at Wokingham Borough Council that the Borough Council support
for the project had been withdrawn. As one Councillor put it
Wokingham Borough Council had reneged on a firm agreement.
Nick Christo said that he had done some research but in the light
of this information he would prefer to look further into the issues
raised before commenting further at this time. He asked Councillor
Ray if he could have copies of the relative documents to help his
research.

2. Charging for use of Hawthorns Park for the Village Fete.

The Chair explained the history of the park, which was a parcel of
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land handed over for the use of residents as a planning gain for
permission to develop the Hawthorns Estate. The use in question is
a once a year free village fete for which the Parish Council provides
the use of the Village Hall and grounds free of charge. Nick Christo
said that as a result of the comments, which we had made, the
question of charging for the use of open spaces was already being
reviewed. He promised to let the Parish Council have the results of
the review as soon as it was available. It was explained that the
Parish Council had not been made aware of this, and this lack of
response to letters was a major concern.

3. Anti Traveller Protection at East Park Farm.

The Chair of Council explained that the Traveller break in at the
East Park Farm Sports facility is an annual occurrence. Each of
the most recent break-ins have resulted from the travellers having
been able to saw through wooden stakes which were intended to
prevent vehicular access onto the sports recreation area. The first
sawn-through stakes were replaced with concrete bollards. We
asked for all the wooden stakes to be replaced with concrete
bollards because it was obvious that they offered little resistance to
illegal break-in. Wokingham Borough Council considered this too
expensive. On the next occasion the travellers sawed through
several more stakes adjacent to the concrete replacements. We
again asked for all the wooden stakes to be replaced with concrete
bollards. This time the replacement was a large ugly lump of
concrete. Nick Christo said that he had done some research and
had established that as a result of our comments this matter was
also under review. There were problems with funding a full
replacement project of this kind even though experience had
shown that the cost of each clean up after an incursion was greater
than the cost of a full replacement.

4. Country Park Management

The Chair explained Council®s conc
establishing a committee to administer Charvil Country Park. It
had taken 10 years to get the land handed over and the previous
Country Park Management policy statement now needs to be
reviewed, particularly in respect of fishing and access policy. It
was emphasised that the review should be initiated as soon as
possible by convening an early meeting of the Country Park
Management Committee. Three representatives from the Parish
Council had been nominated and their contact details provided to
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Wokingham Borough Council. Nick Christo explained that this was
now his responsibility and that the committee would be convened
in the near future.

5. Landfill in The Hawthorns

The Chair of Council explained that the designation of a large area
of the Hawthorns Park (now owned by Wokingham Borough
Council) as landfill is strongly refuted by a number of long-standing
residents in properties adjacent to the park. This designation is
causing hardship to residents and should be quickly resolved by
Wokingham Borough Council who is the landowner.

In conclusion Nick Christo thanked the Parish Council for inviting
him to the meeting and stated his view that the District Council
officers should work more closely with Parish Councils and should
be more appreciative of Parish Council views and comments. He
emphasised that he would work to foster this closer co-operation.
The Chairman thanked Nick for coming to the meeting and looked
forward to receiving the promised responses.

Meeting held on Tuesday 27" January 2009
Budget for 2009-2010 -The Finance Committee recommended
budget was unanimously approved.

Precept for 2009-2010 - Council unanimously approved a
precept of £35,785.

Five year forecast — The Chair of Finance explained that the
Budget Committee had recommended the inclusion of expenditure
on replacement Village Hall windows in the forecast. This was
unanimously approved by Council

Replacement play equipment - Councillor Black explained the
Committee recommendation that the replacement play equipment

for St Patrick‘'s should be purchased f
cost of £19,000. Details of the tenders are given in the short report
attached to these minutes. Following discussion Council
unanimously approved the purchase from Playground Facilities.

Railtrack obstruction of Waingels Road — The Chair explained
that the footpath on Waingels Road had been obstructed by
equipment and mud, forcing pedestrians including children
attending Waingels School to walk in the road at a dangerous
bend/junction. The Clerk reported that he had informed



Wokingham Borough Council and a reply was awaited.

Village Fete request use of Village Hall and Grounds — Council
agreed that the fete could use the Hall and grounds free of charge.
It was also confirmed that the Parish Council would operate the
BBQ. The Clerk was asked to write to the Fete committee
accordingly and to inform them that charging by W B C for use of
the Hawthorns Park is under review, but that Charvil Fete
Committee will not be charged for the coming year.

Meeting held on Tuesday 24" February 2009

Appoint Charities Trustee - Gary Brooks introduced himself to
the Council explained his background and that as a resident he was
prepared to become the Charvil Nominated Trustee to the Sonning
Almshouses Charity. Following consideration Council unanimously
agreed to appoint Mr Brooks as the Charvil Nominated Trustee.

Country Park Management and Fishing Rights —Councillor
Jeffery offered to contact Nick Christo and suggest dates for an
early meeting.

Landfill in The Hawthorns - a response from Nick Christo was
noted. The Clerk was asked to suggest to applicants who are
affected by the disputed landfill claim to contact Nick Christo.

Tree Preservation Orders were noted:- T1l & T2 at rear of 2 Old
Bath Road and T83 Land to rear of 24 Gingells Farm Road

Tree Planting in Charvil - Councillor lllenden informed Council
that he had ordered 2 replacement trees for the Village Hall
grounds. It was also suggested that trees be planted at a number
of places on Wenlock Edge. Council supported this suggestion but
it was emphasised that formal approval to the project would need
to be obtained from Wokingham Borough Council and that the
residents would need to be consulted.

Railtrack obstruction of Waingels Road - It was noted that
ground work was taking place on railway property inside the fence.
The Clerk was asked to establish exactly what are the proposals for
improving Railtrack access and in particular when will the footpath
be restored and will the restoration be proof against heavy vehicles
crossing.

Gritting of The Hawthorns - Following discussion the Clerk was
asked to contact Julia Treadwell, and formally request that The
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Hawthorns be added to the secondary gritting list for next year as
is East Park Farm Road.

Village Fete i Wokingham Borough Council Charge - Nick
Christo's comments were noted. |t C C
coming year but future years are under review.

Freedom of Information - Model Publication Scheme -
Following discussion the Model Publication Scheme and a revised
notice were unanimously adopted.

Adverts on Charvil .com - Following discussion it was agreed not
to accept adverts on the web-site. It was however agreed to
publish the newsletter on the web site. It was also agreed to
publicise the web site in the newsletter.

Donations : Council agreed to the following awards:- £200
to Wokingham Citizens Advice Bureau, £202 to Charvil Pre-
school, £200 to Twyford & District Volunteer Centre, and £280 to
Charvil Cricket Club.

Snowdrops and lighter evenings, spring is on its way, hopefully by
the time you receive this we will be well into the new season.

Flooding: We recently experienced flooding in and around
Charvil. Although the Loddon was 16 inches lower than the 2007
wet summer the water was cascading off the fields due to the ice
and Kennet flooding. | have set up a Red Alert Email list for flood
areas; if you would like to be part of the list please send your email
address to emma.hobbs@wokingham.gov.uk

I have spoken to the Environment Agency who have agreed to
clear the dykes in and around Charvil of debris that has built up
over many years. This, | hope, will reduce the risk of flooding as
currently all of the areas in and around Charvil are now in a damn
formation.

Road Maintenance: | have passed on a message to WBC that
some serious maintenance is required to Strathmore, Gingells,
Thornber's and St Patrick's Avenue.
but if I am able to get the go ahead work may be done during the
holiday season.

Land at Chiltern Drive: Not good news | am afraid. The Planning
Officers are insisting on a minimum of 4 to 5 metres from the front
door to the footpath with reference to the boundary of building a
house. | asked a fellow member to help me on this; he has a
wealth of experience within planning and, although he agreed with
the views of residents and myself, even he could not persuade the
Planning Officers to assist us. | am in discussions with the owner
to build a proper fence. He has been advised by Officers to try and
purchase more land, which may allow a house to be built.

Milestone Avenue: Nigel Mobey has a PDF of a proposed signage
to place at the entrance of Milestone Avenue, preventing access for
large vehicles. This would not be a compulsory sign as Milestone
Avenue is not an adopted road. Nigel is putting it to the Milestone
Avenue and Thames Drive Residents"
know.

Access to Charvil House Road and Milestone Avenue: Nigel
Mobey and | have had a long discussion as the access is becoming
narrower with various obstacles placed in situ to discourage traffic
using this as a rat run with attendant danger to local children. After
a lot of investigation with the Land Registry and WBC we cannot
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find to whom this land belongs. WBC has confirmed that the
access is not their land and is nothing to do with them. The Land
Registry cannot find to whom it belongs. It is thought that where
boundaries and fences have been moved over many years , this
has opened a gap from Charvil House Road to Milestone Avenue
and to prove would be very costly. As a result, there is nobody that
can take responsibility for maintenance of this section, let alone
respond to claims for damage to vehicles. If anyone has any
knowledge regarding this, please do let Nigel or myself know.

Enjoying Charvil and the surrounding Countryside

Village Walks in Charvil
All walks begin from the Village Hall in Park Lane
Southern Route

Turn right and under the railway bridge, turn right into Waingels
Road. Turn left at Beggars Hill Road, then left into Lands End Lane
towards Lands End Pub and the ford, turn left into Park Lane and
continue to where you joined the walk.

A. An alternative route you could take is to continue along
Waingels Road, past the College, go forward a short distance into
Tippings Lane, then turn right into Duffield Road. This leads you
over the railway bridge and past Sonning Golf Course and you will
shortly join Sonning cross-roads (A4), turn right and you will reach
the Wee Waif.
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B. Another alternative route is at the end of Beggars Hill Road
turn right into Ashenbury Park entrance, go past the Bird
Sanctuary and continue until you reach the main entrance in
Woodley, turn right into Tippings Lane which brings you to
Waingels Road, past the College to the end, then turn left
into Park Lane. (This route can be muddy!)

C. Another route that can be taken is at Lands End Pub go to the
rear and cross the bridge (Giddy Bridge) into the field of
Luckens horses, continue over another low bridge (Copper
Bridge) then cross the road and after a few yards take a fairly
narrow path on the left. You will eventually come out by
Princes Garage on the Old Bath Road. Turn left and you will
reach Park Lane on your left. (Not ideal in wet weather
conditions).

Northern Route

Turn left, then left again at the Old Bath Road until you reach the
Wee Waif. Cross the road (A4) and almost opposite is Milestone
Avenue. Go down this unmade road for three-quarters of a mile
and at the end turn right over the Bailey Bridge and across the
fields with the River Thames on your left. After half a mile you will

reach a steel pl atform bridge at Bor ot

Stream), turn right here into Loddon Drive and follow this for half a
mile to reach the A4 main road. Turn right until you reach the Wee
Waif, then turn left again for Park Lane.

A. An alternative route you could take is; on reaching the very
end of Milestone Avenue, turn left and walk close to the River
Thames until you reach Sonning Bridge. Turn left and you
will soon reach Charvil Lane, the end of which is opposite the
Wee Waif, (not ideal in wet weather).

B. Also down Milestone Avenue, just past the last house, on the
left is a restricted access gate and path across the fields
(known as Broadmoor Lane). This continues until you come
out directly opposite Sonning University Farm. Turn left into
Charvil Lane and you will reach the Wee Waif opposite.
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C. Another long route is, instead of going over the steel platform
bridge at Borough Marsh, keep straight on, over a small brick
bridge. You will eventually reach Wargrave Railway Station.
Proceed down Station Road, turn right onto the A321 and you
will reach the main cross roads. Turn right (A4) and you will
reach the Wee Waif, turn left for Park Lane. (Not
recommended for wet weather).

D. Also, on coming out of Loddon Drive and on joining the A4,
cross this busy road and almost immediately opposite is an
entrance to Charvil Meadows. Continue over fields in a
southerly direction and you will come out at the main
entrance on the Old Bath Road. Turn right until you come to
Park Lane on the left. (Not suitable in flood conditions).

Because the boundaries of Charvil Parish extend for two and a half
miles from north to south and only two thirds of a mile across from
east to west, the number of walks one can make is restricted.

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A Walk on the Wild Side

Ease the tensions of life by just taking time out to discover the
diversity of your surroundings. A walk on the wild side has life-
giving benefits to offer you: by combining these benefits with a
greater appreciation of the countryside.

Find out about the range of habitats seen in the full width and
length of the LODDON VALLEY which we are lucky to have in the
Parish of Charvil. Using Public Footpaths, particularly North of the
A4, and the surrounding parks allows one to get up close to
wildlife. Now that the ownership of Charvil County Park is public
there is more opportunity to make observations without fear of
trespass.

Birds, mammals, reptiles, invertebrates, plants and fungi all
feature locally. Examples of priority species are hobby, types of
bat, grass snake, dragonfly and Loddon Lily. If you enjoy or grow
to enjoy the observation of nature you may employ your own
ground rules — perhaps wearing green to blend in and by being
silent and not invasive. Why not record what you see at the same
time.

If you are already recording your observations and would be
interested in comparing notes with other observers, there might be
some benefit in compiling records that would help with
conservation targets in Biodiversity Action Plans. Interested
parties should contact me.

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Charvil Country Park

At long last the land adjoining East Park Farm including the lake
and surrounding area near to Lands End public house has been
signed over to Wokingham Borough Council. It will be known as
Charvil Country Park. This land was owned by the consortium of
developers who built the houses in East Park Farm and should have
been transferred to council ownership in 1996 as ‘recompense’ to
the people of Charvil following the building of all the new
homes. However it seems there were legal difficulties and the
wheels ground very slowly- hence the 13 years delay.

In 1996 a management plan was devised in anticipation of the
supposed imminent acquisition of the land. Charvil Parish Council
feel that a plan that was relevant 13 years ago needs to be revised
as circumstances and views
on the countryside have

altered since then. For

example, originally it

was planned to prevent the

public from walking

completely around the lake

near to the Lands End. The

reason for this was that at

that time the lake had a

significant percentage of the

over-wintering smee

population and it was felt

that walkers/dogs/cycles etc

would disturb the birds. Now

there are numerous sites

where these birds stay in

winter plus the fact that the
foliage has grown so much in the intervening years that very little
of the lake is in full view, the Parish view is that there is no need to
ban people from the area particularly as this land was intended for
the population of Charvil. There was also an idea that cattle could
graze there but this would destroy much of the habitat for small
mammals. insects, frogs, toads etc. There is a move towards
biodiversity which would make this a less desirable option.

Charvil Parish Council have also been in discussion with
Wokingham B.C. concerning the fishing rights that will be operated
by the Borough around the lakes nearer to the Old Bath Rd. The
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council feel that preference should be given to Charvil residents
either by way of reduced fees and/or a certain number of tickets
set aside for this purpose.

Nick Christo, our link with Wokingham, has promised to arrange a
meeting with the countryside wardens and members of the Parish
Council so that our views are taken into account and we achieve
the best reults for the people of Charvil.

We would welcome your views on the situation- what would you
like to see happen? Would you prefer the area left as it is? Do you
have your own ideas for the country park? Have you any
suggestions for the fishing rights operation? Please let us know so
that we can bring your points of view to Wokingham when the
meeting is arranged. You can telephone any council member or
contact us on the Parish Council web site.
