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Chairmandés Foreword Summer 2008

| am sitting here at the start of August wondering where the year
is going to. Already we have had the traditional family summer
holiday conversations about who is doing what and where for
Christmas. Well it is only four months away, as my sons keep
reminding me!!

Meanwhile as a village we have had our traditional summer
traveller incursion. As with their last visit to our wonderful facilities
at East Par k Fat mavelhleerfcanh ar

they simply cut through the wooden bollards adjacent to the ones
they cut through last time. A second set of travellers arrived soon
after and joined them.

| would like to thank the many of you who notified the Parish
Council, Police and Wokingham Borough Council and to say how
relieved we all were at their fairly short stay in the village. | know

it was a matter of particular concern to those of you about to go
away on your summer holidays. What | would also like to take the
opportunity to do is to explain a few facts about how the travellers
are handled. Unfortunately there are no temporary traveller sites
in the Borough. If there were WBC could request them to move to
the site and they would be required to co -operate. While it is
obvious criminal damage was done in allowing them to enter the
site, unless there is proof of them doing it (ie withesses) and you
can identify who did it, they cannot be prosecuted. Even if there is
such proof, they are unlikely to be prosecuted. Once they are
installed you cannot relock the gate (ie lock them in) to prevent
further travellers joining them - it is considered a breach of their
human rights. This is the case if they are on private or public land.
Once they are in situ the traveller liaison officer from WBC will
attend to ensure all is well, check whether social services are
required and to arrange for local schooling etc. The police will
attend but will not move them on simply for them to relocate into
the next Parish. They are served with notice to leave by the
Council and one can only hope it will happen fairly swiftly. It
usually takes a couple of weeks to get things sorted out.

What can we do? Very little as you can tell from what | have
written. However there are a couple of really important things we



CAN do.

Do NOT employ them. While they may offer to do gardening and
other outdoor tasks for you at a bargain price, the real costs to all
of us will be much higher as it is your Council tax that is spent
clearing up the waste they leave behind, and if it can be proved
that the garden waste is from your garden you, not they, are held
responsible. Also employing them simply encourages them to
remain in the area. So if someone comes knocking at your door
offering cut price quotes, ask for proof of how the waste will be
disposed of and check they have insurance.

Also, limit the potential for easy crime -donot |l eave
wi ndows open or | eave kidsd bikes,

It is also important to let your friends and neighbours know they
are in the area. | know this happened recently via various email
lists, neighbourhood watch groups and so on.

After they left, WBC have removed the majority of the rubbish left

and have done some temporary repairs. We are asking, as we did

last time, for all the wooden bollards on East Park Farm to be
replaced by concrete ones to match the replacement ones they put
in | ast ti me. Apparently this is
to replace them with concrete ones on an as required basis, so in
about 10 years we should have a full set!

Aside from Travellers, the Parish Council have been busy tackling
the ongoing Planning issue of the Sandford Farm development.
The plans for a light industrial estate with a retirement village
accessible from Beggars Hill Road were refused but are currently
being appealed. In the meantime another application for 450
houses, a village centre and retirement village have also been
submitted. In its favour, from our perspective, the second
application does not include vehicular access from Beggars Hill
Road. However the massing of houses and the plans to clean up
this contaminated site are still a major cause of concern and the
Council continues its strong opposition to both proposals.

Fly-tipping has been a problem of late especially in the Park Lane,

Lands End Lane and Beggars Hill Road areas, and of particular
concern has been bags containing asbestos. Please be vigilant and

report number plates and other relevant details if you think you

witness fly -tipping. If you see rubbish that has been fly -tipped,
please report to WBC or the Parish Council who will pass on the

This Council presumes that there is little point in
reiterating all the points made in opposing the
original application.

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Charvil Village Hall

It seems unbelievable that Charvil Village Hall was 20 years old on
14 May, but quite right to celebrate the occasion. | can well
remember, with others | am sure, the Planning aspect on this
major development, and although | do not have my Parish Council
papers now, | think it is worth recalling the details leading up the

Hall being built for village use.

Part of the agreement for the Hawthorns housing development of
120 houses (building started in 1987) was the provision of
adjacent land for a 2 acre recreation ground and the site for a
Parish Hall with car park, with a major financial grant towards the
latter projects. On receiving this news in 1986 the Chairman of the
Parish Council at that time, Mrs Richie Poulton, instigated the
setting up of a separate sub -committee of Parish Council members
to develop the whole project.

Mike Robbins, the husband of Denny Robbins, a Parish Councillor
had previous knowledge of developing such a project and agreed to
chair this sub -committee. One of the first points was to select a
suitable architect and Mr Frank Turner was appointed to design the
building. Following several meetings to discuss in some detail what
was required a plan was produced with costings. Mr Brian Balchin,
a Parish Councillor, was a site engineer and played a large part in
assisting with this. | also recall several visits were made to local
parishes who had built their own village halls to see their facilities
and to discuss how the places operated and costs etc.

One of the main considerations was the total estimated amount of
money that would be available for this project and approaches
were made to various parties, including Wokingham District Council
for assistance, plus of course, the amount the Parish Council would
contribute towards this. Most local organisations were also
approached to enquire if they would use the new hall and for what
purpose. It soon became clear there were insufficient funds for a
large hall with enough height for a badminton court which was one
of the main items that had been asked for.

The main contributor towards the cost of building the hall was John
Hicks, the builder, to the tune of £80,000 plus the land. Without
this the scheme could probably not have proceeded. Other
contributions included £15,000 from the District Council, £9,000
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from the Sports Council, £2,000 from the TV Trust plus several
more. Apart from building the hall, costs also needed to cover the
car park area for around 40 cars, which was built to full planning
standard.

Planning permission for the hall project was finally obtained and |
remember the architect attending several Parish Council meetings
to discuss the progress of the building work and to answer
Councillors comments on the facilities, also in relation to the total
costs involved etc.

The new Charvil Village Hall was officially opened on 14 May 1988
by Mr Richard Audsley of TV Trust, by cutting the white ribbon
across the doorway, also present was Major D Goddard of the
Sports Council, John Redwood, MP for Wokingham, Mr Gareth
Gimblett, Chairman of Berkshire County Council, Mr Leslie
Southgate, Chairman of Wokingham District Council, Mrs Margaret
Gimblett, District Councillor for Charvil, Mr John Hicks the builder,
Mr Frank Turner the architect and many others. Mrs Poulton,
Chairman of Charvil Parish Council in her opening remarks
expressed her thanks to all those who were concerned with the
building of the new hall, with particular thanks to John Hicks, Frank
Turner, Mike Robbins and past and present Parish Councillors who
had served on the hall sub  -committee.

Finally, for the first few years | recall that Parish Councillor Mrs

Shirley Newman took over initial responsibility for all the bookings

at the hall which included opening and closing the building, and

was occasionally assisted by other Cou
before the hall was fairly well booked up and financially self

supporting.
